Convention Recouvrement des aliments et Protocole Obligations 
alimentaires de 2007 : Actualisation et travaux futurs 

I. Introduction 
1 Le présent document fait état des travaux réalisés et des progrès accomplis dans le cadre des 

projets relatifs à la Convention du 23 novembre 2007 sur le recouvrement international des 
aliments destinés aux enfants et à d’autres membres de la famille (Convention Recouvrement des 
aliments de 2007 ou Convention de 2007) et au Protocole du 23 novembre 2007 sur la loi 
applicable aux obligations alimentaires (Protocole Obligations alimentaires ou Protocole) depuis la 
réunion du Conseil sur les affaires générales et la politique (CAGP) de 2025. Les travaux relatifs au 
Groupe d’experts sur les transferts internationaux d’aliments (Groupe d’experts) et au système 
électronique de gestion des dossiers et de communication sécurisée (iSupport) font l’objet de 
Documents préliminaires distincts1. 

2 La section II présente l’assistance post-conventionnelle ainsi que l’actualisation du Profil d’État 
électronique relatif à la Convention de 2007. La section III expose les actions liées aux traités 
concernant la Convention de 2007 et son Protocole depuis la réunion du CAGP de 2025. La 
section IV rend compte des résultats des consultations menées en vue de la préparation d’une 
éventuelle deuxième réunion de la Commission spéciale (CS) chargée d’examiner le 
fonctionnement pratique de la Convention de 2007 et de son Protocole. La section V recense les 
questions en suspens et les travaux à venir. Enfin, la section VI propose de nouvelles pistes de 
réflexion soumises à l’examen du CAGP. 

II. Actions liées aux traités depuis la réunion du CAGP de 2025 
3 À la suite du dépôt de son instrument d’adhésion à la Convention de 2007 en février 2025, celle-

ci est entrée en vigueur pour El Salvador le 7 février 2026. Après avoir ratifié la Convention de 
2007 en mars 2025, celle-ci est entrée en vigueur pour la Colombie le premier juillet 2025. Enfin, 
la Convention est entrée en vigueur pour le Danemark le premier octobre 2025, à la suite du dépôt 
de son instrument de ratification le 30 juin 2025. Elle est désormais en vigueur pour 56 Parties 
contractantes2. 

4 Aucune action liée aux traités n’a été enregistrée concernant le Protocole depuis la réunion du 
CAGP de 2025. 

III. Assistance post-conventionnelle et Profil d’État électronique actualisé 
relatif à la Convention de 2007 

5 Du 29 septembre au premier octobre 2025, le Bureau Permanent (BP) a organisé, en Azerbaïdjan, 
une session de formation de trois jours consacrée à la Convention de 2007 à l’intention de 
représentants du corps judiciaire et de l’Autorité centrale, ainsi que de membres des professions 
juridiques et d’officiers chargés de l’exécution. Des représentants du pouvoir judiciaire du 
Kazakhstan ont également pris part à cette formation. 

6 Depuis la publication du Profil d’État électronique en août 2025, 12 Parties contractantes à la 
Convention de 2007 ont, pour la première fois, publié ou mis à jour le contenu de leur Profil d’État

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au moyen du nouveau service. Le BP poursuivra ses efforts pour inviter les États devenant Parties 
à la Convention à mettre à disposition leurs Profils d’État conformément à l’article 57(1) de la 
Convention3. 

IV. Résultat des consultations menées en vue de la préparation d’une éventuelle 
deuxième réunion de la CS 

7 À l’issue de la réunion du CAGP de 2025, le BP a diffusé un premier questionnaire4 présentant les 
thèmes susceptibles d’être abordés lors d’une éventuelle deuxième réunion de la CS et invitant les 
Membres et les Parties contractantes non Membres à proposer d’autres thèmes. Au total, 
21 réponses ont été reçues des Membres, dont 19 émanaient d’États dans lesquels la Convention 
de 2007 est en vigueur et deux d’États dans lesquels elle ne l’est pas5. 

8 Les suggestions reçues ont été intégrées dans un deuxième questionnaire6, qui énumérait 
29 thèmes de discussion possibles ainsi que six nouveaux outils de développement envisageables. 
Au total, 36 réponses ont été reçues : elles provenaient d’une organisation régionale de 
coopération internationale (l’Union européenne) où la Convention est en vigueur dans 26 États, de 
sept Membres où la Convention est en vigueur, de deux Membres où elle ne l’est pas et d’un non-
Membre où elle est en vigueur7. Les conclusions détaillées de cette consultation figurent à l’annexe 
du présent document. 

9 Les 29 thèmes proposés pour discussion lors d’une éventuelle réunion de la CS sont jugés 
prioritaires par une large majorité des répondants : 14 sont comme hautement prioritaires, 12 
comme moyennement prioritaires et trois comme peu prioritaires. L’intérêt manifesté pour les 
nouveaux outils est plus limité : quatre sont considérés comme hautement prioritaires par un grand 
nombre de répondants, un comme peu prioritaire et un autre comme non prioritaire. À titre de 
comparaison, l’ordre du jour de la première réunion de la CS en 2022 comprenait environ 
20 thèmes. 

10 Compte tenu de ce qui précède, il est proposé que le CAGP envisage de charger le BP d’entamer 
les préparatifs de la deuxième réunion de la CS, en tenant compte des ressources disponibles et 
du calendrier des autres réunions de CS. 

V. Questions en suspens et travaux futurs 

A. Modèle éventuel de déclarations et réserves 

11 Lors de sa première réunion, la CS a adopté la Conclusion et Recommandation (C&R) suivante : 

« La CS [a indiqué] que, bien que la Convention Recouvrement des aliments de 2007 ne prescrit 
aucun formulaire particulier pour les réserves et les déclarations, une pratique plus uniforme 
pourrait être utile aux Parties contractantes existantes afin d’identifier facilement la portée des

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réserves et des déclarations faites par d’autres Parties contractantes. La CS [a précisé] qu’une 
telle pratique uniforme pourrait également faciliter le processus d’adhésion des États à la 
Convention. À cette fin, la CS [a accueilli] favorablement et approuve les orientations relatives à la 
formulation de réserves et de déclarations au titre de la Convention Recouvrement des aliments 
de 2007 proposées par le BP dans le Doc. trav. No 30 de mai 2022. 

La CS [a indiqué] que, en consultation avec le dépositaire, le ministère des Affaires étrangères du 
Royaume des Pays-Bas, le BP améliorera les orientations concernant les déclarations relatives à 
l’article 2. »8 

12 Il est prévu que le BP achève, au cours du deuxième trimestre 2026, ses travaux visant à améliorer 
les orientations relatives à la formulation des déclarations au titre de l’article 2 en consultation 
avec le dépositaire, le ministère des Affaires étrangères du Royaume des Pays-Bas. 

B. Formulaires 

13 Lors de sa première réunion, la CS a adopté la C&R suivante : 

« La CS [a invité] le Groupe de travail chargé des formulaires à travailler sur les formulaires suivants, 
par ordre de priorité : 

• Formulaires électroniques à remplir ; 

• Formulaire modèle de calcul des arrérages d’aliments / état des arrérages ; 

• Formulaire modèle de procuration ; 

• Déclaration modèle constatant la force exécutoire des actes authentiques ainsi que des accords 
privés (art. 30(3)(b)) ; 

• Formulaire modèle attestant que les conditions de l’article 36 sont remplies ; 

• Formulaire modèle de calcul des intérêts ; 

• Formulaire modèle évolutif pour la prise de décision ; 

• Formulaire modèle pour demander un rapport de situation. »9 

14 Il est prévu que le Groupe de travail chargé des Formulaires entame, au cours du troisième 
trimestre de 2026, ses travaux sur l’élaboration des Formulaires susmentionnés. 

VI. Proposition soumise au CAGP 
15 Le BP invite le CAGP à considérer les Conclusions et Décisions suivantes : 

Le CAGP a pris note du vif intérêt manifesté pour la tenue de discussions sur les questions relatives 
au fonctionnement de la Convention et de son Protocole lors d’une deuxième réunion de la CS.  

Le CAGP a invité le BP à finaliser, au cours du deuxième trimestre 2026, les travaux visant à 
améliorer les orientations relatives à la formulation des déclarations au titre de l’article 2, en 
consultation avec le dépositaire, le ministère des Affaires étrangères du Royaume des Pays-Bas. 

Le CAGP a confié au Groupe de travail chargé des Formulaires le mandat d’entamer, au cours du 
troisième trimestre de 2026, les travaux relatifs à l’élaboration de plusieurs Formulaires modèles 
recommandés dans le cadre de la Convention de 2007.
